Annual Vacancy Report Summary

The overall vacancy rate went up from 7.70% last year to 8.26% this year.
The number of filled positions went down from 3997.05 in 2020 to 3974.85 in
2021 resulting in 22.2 less positions filled in 2021.

The number of vacant positions increased from 333.60 in 2020 to 357.8 in
2021 resulting in 24.2 more vacant positions in 2021.
The number of established positions went up from 4330.65 last year to

4332.65 this year. This is a net increase of 2 PYs due to the Cannabis
transition of 119 PYs.

Center Vacancy Trends:

Center for Infectious Diseases decreased its vacancy rate from 10.45% to

Center for Environmental Health decreased its vacancy rate from 11.09% to
4.56%.

Center for Health Care Quality increased its vacancy rate from 7.41% to 10.70%.
